other factors the committee might need to
know. (Coach’s recommendation is the primary
evaluation of the applicant’s financial need.)

6. If the student has not qualified for the state
tournament, your letter must indicate that
s/he is as capable as others who have.

7. A coach may recommend as many students
as s’he deems deserving. Please duplicate
the application as needed.

Qualifications/Requirements

1. Applicant must be a senior.

2. Applicant should have qualified for
the T.F.A. State Tournament either
this year or last year.

3. All parts of the application must be
typewritten.

4. All parts of the application must be
received by February 7. It is
recommended that applications be
faxed.
